You get amongst unbelievers where all them
unbelieving spirits are, they get on you down in your heart; and
the first thing you know, you can't hear again, or you can't see
again. I've seen men that was totally blind read this Bible, this
same Bible; and come back two nights later, couldn't see how
to get in the tent. Couldn't you believe you can lose your
salvation, backslide from God? So can you the healing. You
see? Same way. You got to keep your faith and in God. Amen.
Have faith and don't doubt and you'll get well. And associate
with people who believe and God will bless you.

A fellow by the name of Dr. Church, a Methodist; I never met him.
He wrote a book, and he said, "Here's the reason I don't believe in
William Branham." He said, "I met a man here sometime ago, that
come from one of his meetings, that had prostate trouble."
